
IF YOU DISCOVER A FIRE & HEAR FIRE ALARM:
• Leave the fire area.
• IMMEDIATELY sound the fire alarm by activating the nearest red alarm pull 

station.
• Call the Fire Department. Dial 911, report a fire at: 

2808 Bradfield Court, Vancouver, BC, V5M 0E3
• At your discretion, attempt to control the fire with available fire 

equipment.
• REMAIN CALM.
• Close doors behind you and leave the building by the nearest safe exit.
• DO NOT USE THE ELEVATORS
• Go to the designated assembly area.
• DO NOT GO BACK INTO THE BUILDING FOR ANY REASON. The Fire 

Department will advise when it is safe to do so.

Roles of the Fire Warden

• Put on the helmet and vest.
• Quickly check nearby rooms and alert everyone to exit the building 

using the fire exits (refer to the floor plan).
• Remind everyone not to use the elevator.
• Proceed to and assemble at the fire muster point.

• The key role is to stay calm, guide others to evacuate safely, and ensure everyone leaves the 
building quickly. As some students may panic or be unsure of what to do, the Fire Warden’s 
presence and clear instructions are essential. 

• Please note that Fire Wardens are not firefighters—their responsibility is to alert and assist, not 
to control or extinguish fires.
